CALL TO ORDER and INTRODUCTIONS
SPC Chairwoman Vicky Tebbetts called the meeting to order at 11:00 a.m. Introductions were made.

LEGISLATIVE REPORT

Scott Bascom
from the Vermont Agency of Transportation’s (VTrans) Policy and Planning division met with the SPC to review a report with the council that was ordered by the Vermont Legislature. The legislative report was to be written by VTrans and according to statute was to focus upon the current functions of the Council and to make recommendations to improve the efficiency and effectiveness of the Council.
Mr. Bascom took comments from the members of the Council and will consider them before the final report is written.

ROUTE 4 - EMERGING BYWAY UPDATE
Seth Webb a member of the newly emerging route 4 byway, report to the council via speaker phone about the newly forming byway.

Mr. Webb outlined the route of the byway as being from Rutland to Hartford via route 4.
He then described the organization (citizens and other partners) which has been put together to oversee the new byway. He spoke of the strong support that they are receiving from the communities along the route and continued to lay out the goals, objectives and strategy of the byway. He also spoke briefly of how the organization is also trying to address the sustainability issue.

Mr. Webb then informed the council that they are in the final draft of their corridor management plan and should be able to submit the plan to the SPC before the end of 2010. They hope to be ready for a public hearing by January 2011 and would like to be designated a state byway by February 2011.

The council suggested to Mr. Web that in the future they try to connect with Fair Haven and the New York border and the Lakes to Locks Byway a Federally designated byway.
There was also a suggestion that in the future maybe route 4A which runs parallel to route 4 become part of the byway as well.

BYWAYS UPDATE
John LaBarge gave an update on two other emerging byways Rte. 100 Byway which is working on their corridor management plan as well and the Shires Byway which would run from Bennington to Manchester via route 7A thereby connecting with the Stone Valley Byway along route 30.

OTHER BUSINESS
Lew Sorenson briefed the council on the State Byway Strategic Planning Committee of which Lew is a member representing the SPC. He reported to the council that the planning committee is reviewing the State Byway Program Manual with people taking on different sections and will then report back to the committee. The committee will also address other issues like a statewide marketing plan, possibly establishing specific criteria to become a state byway, the de-designation process etc.
